BASIC GUIDELINES-Please read thoroughly
1. Ski and snowboard lessons are mandatory, refusing to participate in a lesson will result in revoking the lift ticket given to the student.

2. We will choose your school dates this year.
3. If you have students that are unable to attend all days of your ski trip, make sure they attend Day 1 of your schools trip.  We may not be able to accommodate a student that has not come the first day. That student may have to be supervised by an adult supplied by your school for the day.

4. Students are required to stay on Troll Mountain the entire day, all out of bound areas are strictly prohibited. Students found in closed area or out of bound areas on the mountain will not be allowed to continue skiing or snowboarding.
5. The Terrain Park is closed to all students during the week, if a student is found in the Terrain Park they will be asked to leave.
6. There is a ‘no tolerance’ policy for students ‘zig-zagging’ on the lift line, performing jumps or any other unsafe activity at Troll Mountain.  Any student found participating in these activities will be asked to leave the mountain and will not be allowed to come back with that school trip. **

7. All students are welcomed to participate in the program.  We have a wide selection of equipment for all ages.

8. We ask that anyone wishing to snowboard and has had no previous experience skiing or snowboarding; try skiing lessons first.  This is to ensure that the student succeeds and enjoys the experience.

9. Those interested in participating in snowboard lessons must commit to snowboarding for all days of the trip..  Snowboarding can take a little more patience and more then one lesson to feel comfortable with the sport.

10. If you have a student with special needs we encourage you to allow the student to participate in the program and ask that you notify us ahead of time with the specifics of the students needs and we will make the necessary arrangements.

11. We encourage each school to bring extra adults to supervise the ski outing, to encourage this we offer all the same prices for the adult as we do the students.  We ask that adults supervising assist in the rental shop in the morning to help save time.  

12. Teacher’s rentals and lift tickets are free.
13. Helmets are mandatory for all students. Must be a ski or snowboard helmet. Rentals are available.
** These rules set by Troll Mountain are to help ensure the safety and well-being of the students, we ask that each school honor and help enforce these rules.

PRE-TRIP PREPERATION

1. The registration form is a very important document.  It is essential that each person, student, teacher, parent or adult supervisor participating in the school program completes this form.  Even if the person does not require rentals we require a signed registration form from each individual.

2. Pre-registering is vital to the organization and success of the program. It is required that all information is complete. This includes: weight, height and shoe size. We also need to know, in advance the students ski or snowboard ability.  All of this is prepared for your convenience and it is in your interest to be sure every form is filled out correctly.

3. We required these forms to be filled out, signed and ready for pickup.
4. Parents are welcomed and encourage to come along and will be given the same rates as students. They must fill out a registration form.
5. Please notify Troll Ski & Snowboard in advance, by phone or email, if you know of a student who will not be attending after the registration forms have been submitted.

6. Students bringing their own equipment are advised to make sure the binding on the ski is checked by a certified ski technician and are responsible for make sure the ski or snowboard is the correct height for the individual’s height and weight.

7. Remind students that they must ride the same bus home.

8. We have flexible rules about temperature; please have a decision set about what is your schools cut off temperature.  (Recommended -20° cut off)

9. Troll Ski Resort provides a minimum of one ski patrol/first aid person on site, we advise that your school have a first aid certified teacher or adult accompany students.  Please note a first aid person will be required to wear a radio and be on the ski hill to be in contact with the ski patrol and the lodge.

10. Make sure the students wear appropriate clothing, preferably warm, water-resistant clothing as well as hat/toque and gloves.  Jeans are not recommended.
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
